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There are several Egyptian Paintings of great interest, preserved amongst the numerous other
remains of Egyptian art in the British Museum. Unfortunately, the originally brilliant colours of
these have faded, and many of them are now fast decaying; but when first discovered, such at
least as had not been exposed to the influence of the atmosphere, their colours were as bright as
pure as when they were first painted. Red, yellow, green and blue, with black and white, were
the colours employed. These were applied singly, so that no variety of tint was produced.
Different colours were used for different things, but almost invariably the same colour for the
same thing. Thus men and women were usually red, the men several shadeds darker than the
women, water blue, birds blue and green, and so on.

Spotlights can be more or less focused. When focused to their maximum extent, they illuminate
very small area with a very bright light. When de-focused, they illuminate a larger area, but the
light is less intense.
