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Adults tend to tailor their support to children’s

level of skill development. They sometimes
provide children with simpler tasks, and they
sometimes simplify tasks by reducing the number
of steps required or by highlighting crucial
elements of the task. Depending on children’s
performance, adults adjust the directness and
specificity of their instruction. For example,
Mayan women offer more direct assistance to
girls who are inexperienced at weaving than to
girls who have already acquired some weaving

skill, and they offer more assistance in the early,
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relatively difficult cycles of the weaving process
than in later cycles, which tend to be easier.
Such interaction appears to help children
advance their skills, especially when instruction is
focused at a level just one step beyond the

child’s current skill level.
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Given the growing human population, it is
difficult to imagine a complete stop to habitat
destruction. However, biologist Norman Myers
and his collaborators have concluded that
twentyfive biodiversity “hotspots,” making up less
than two percent of Earth’s surface, contain up
to fifty percent of all mammal, bird, reptile,
amphibian, and plant species. Hotspots occur in
areas of the globe where favorable -climate
conditions lead to high levels of plant
production, such as rain forests, and where
geological factors have resulted in the isolation
of species groups, allowing them to diversify.
Stopping habitat destruction in these hotspots
could greatly reduce the global extinction rate.
Of course, preserving these biodiversity hotspots
is not easy, but by focusing conservation efforts
on hotspot areas at the greatest risk, humans
can very quickly prevent the loss of a large
number of species.
